He
questioned council as to where exactly the money went and what it was used for. The Mayor
and council explained the $6.00 went into the general fund and was used to buy new garbage
trucks as well as other needed equipment. Mr. Evatt also questioned council on the maintenance
of the trucks and their length of service to the City. Mr. Evatt was informed also that all records
are public information and he could obtain a copy of any records through the Freedom of
Information Act.

Drake Curry, the City’s auditor gave the Mayor and each councilman a copy of this year’s
budget. He went through several aspects of the budget and discussed them. Mr. Curry accepted
questions from council. He stated the City was doing well and should be proud of their work in
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keeping the budget in good shape. He thanked Josie Amspacher, City Treasurer, for doing a
good job with the budget

Fire Department

Assistant Chief Rowland gave a breakdown of the calls the fire department had received and
updated council regarding the department’s training. He stated all paid firefighters have
completed and meet the national requirements for the Incident Command System. We have
completed IC-700, 800, 100, 200, 300 and 400. The volunteers have gone through 1C-200 and
meet the requirements. The City Council and Mayor at this time will have to complete 1C-700
online and take 1C-402, a 2 % hour classroom course which will be offered at the county
Emergency Operations Center. They are still debating on which courses will be required, and we
should know more by next month. We are continuing to do business inspections and also fire
extinguisher classes when asked by area businesses.

Public Works Department
Mr. Clark was attending another meeting. Mayor Deese stated the department has been working
on a few leaks around the City, but nothing major at this time.

Recreation Department

Mr. Boiter was attending a basketball game. CM Sheriff reported the City Park project is
nearing completion. Pride Mechanical donated the stainless steel shelf for the concession stand.
Greenville Overhead Door will be out tomorrow to install the roll up door. The batting cages
have been started. The frame work for the Iselin Field has been erected. Footers for the Morris
field side have been poured and the frame work will go up this week. Nets will be installed this
week also. The irrigation for all three fields has been installed. The county reviewed the 5 year
plan and requests look good for $25,000 to $30,000 allocations for the gym ceiling, new indoor
goals and supports and the awning. Registrations for volleyball and flag football are up 20%.
